II. Acts 26:14-18 Open the eyes of others

A. Jesus identifies Himself to us Vs.15 
B. Vs.16 He identifies the purpose or calling in Paul’s life

1. Appoint to be a servant and witness (minister)

2. Open their eyes and turn the light on

3. Lead them to forgiveness

4. Change their destiny by breaking the power of Satan

III. Abraham’s Seed

A. Gal.3:29 If + Seed + Promise = Heirs

B. Heirs to what? The covenant promise of Abraham

1. God blessed Abraham so much that he gave it to Isaac. Isaac gave it to Jacob and Jacob gave it to twelve sons. Why?

2. God promised to Gen.12:2-3, 22:15-18 
C. This promise is forever Abraham planted seeds and God perpetually promises, provides and produces a harvest.

D. Connect to man (Bill Gates) what if you are connected to the covenant maker?

1. We must become bold “ if you promised it to Abraham then you promised me”

2. You have no right to fail but succeed

3. Not to lose but to win

4. Not to be sick but to be healed

5. You are the head and not the tail, everything you put your hand to will prosper, you’re not the bottom but the top above only and not beneath.

E. Don’t identify with heritage, ancestry or generations there is nothing of real value in it.

F. God wants us to fully experience every promise he ever made. He has promised it, already paid for it, already packaged it and now He just waits for someone to walk in it.
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IV. You’ve got to know your rights before you can enforce your rights

A. Gal.3:16 Here I am not Abraham’s seed, I’m disqualified. Christ is Abraham’s seed. What began in Abraham was completed in Christ, Abraham’s seed.

B. Vs.18 gave a promise of inheritance to Abraham, what was the promise? Rom.4:13 I think our sights have been a little low.

1. We lost the world in the garden, Abraham was promised the world but couldn’t get it, none of his seeds could get it either. That is why it is (Seed) because Christ is the only one who could get the world back. The promise had to get into Jesus hands.

2. My car is mine because I paid for it; you are Christ’s because he paid for you.

C.  Abraham paid tithes to Melchizadek

3. Foreshadowing of Christ

4. Abraham wanted to be connected to the king

5. Tithing connects you to the owner of everything

6. Shareholders get a piece of everything the company makes but they don’t work for the company, they support the company.

C. We were completely disqualified in vs.16 but now in Vs.29 we are completely qualified. Remember God took Abraham outside to remove his limitations. We were disqualified to remove ours and now we are the seed of Abraham and heirs of the promise, the promise of the world.

D. Lk.13:11-16 What’s the first thing that sticks out to you here? Jesus declares her right to be healed because she is a daughter of Abraham.

1. You obtain your inheritance through your connection to the owner of the estate.

2. She was a daughter and had a right to her inheritance, she had a right to walk upright and not be bent over, she had a right not to hear people laugh at her, she had a right to her healing because she was a daughter of Abraham.

3. If she had of known her rights as a daughter she would have never have been bound 18 years.

4. The devil can’t rule until we are gone, that’s how much power we have as children, as seeds of Abraham.

5. Abraham was blessed because he believed God and because he held nothing back.
