RESIST, COMMIT AND SUBMIT

(Ingredients for a successful Christian life)

I. Humility is recognizing and submitting to a higher authority.

A. I Pet. 5:6-11 vs. 6 Notice whose hand is mighty and who is to be humble

B. Humble =  submission, submission = exaltation

C. Vs. 7 a verse of commitment 

1. Commit your cares unto him

2. Commit your life unto him

3. Commit your future unto him because in his hands the anxiety becomes grace when it has been committed.

D. Ps.37:3-5 Commitment is trust vs. 3-4 are conditional promises

1. vs. 3 trust and do good

2. vs. 4 delight in the Lord

3. vs. 5 commit and trust 

E. Prov.16:3 Commit your works and you will succeed. That shows your are 

      God minded.

II. Recognize your enemy and recognize your responsibility

A. vs. 8 Your responsibility is to be self controlled and alert

B. “Your enemy” the devil, look at his attributes or his style

1. PROWLS sneaks in the shadows, you must apply light to drive away 

      the shadows and reveal him.

2. “like a roaring lion” not a roaring lion. Must create a commotion to 

       instill fear. A sleeping lion isn’t scary but a roaring lion is.

3. “looking for someone” predators always prey on the weak, sick or small because they are the easiest to attack and overpower. 

4. You must declare that you are not one he can devour. Stand your ground and do some roaring of your own.

III. Resistance is your option, the weapons are only found in resistance

A. vs. 9 Resist him in your faith and two things happen

1. Recognizing your faith makes your stronger and his resistance is futile

2. He doesn’t expect resistance so when he gets it, it confuses him and he seeks someone else to devour. You must prove however that your resistance isn’t a smoke screen.

B. Understanding that you are not alone only adds to your strength

C. James 4:7 The equation is Submit + Resist = Retreat

1. You have to understand that if your resistance is real he doesn’t have time to continue working on you, he will go after someone weaker.

2. He has to continually return to you because he can’t give up on your soul. Neither can God so hold on and send the devil down the road.

D. God has a responsibility to respond to your response vs.10.

1. He is the God of all grace

2. He is the God that called you and equipped your for victory

3. He himself will add to you restoration, strength, he will make you immovable and he will add to you stability.
E. vs. 11 He will give you cause to praise his holy name for he has all the Power.
